21 January 2009 i Hundreds more troops will arrive
i n Sudan &®rn Darfur fegion within the next
two months in an effort
to boost protection of
civilians, the African Un-
ion-United Nations mis-
sion there, known as
UNAMID, said today.
Additional troops are
expected to arrive by
March from Egypt, South
Africa, Senegal and
Bangladesh, and later this year, further troops will
arrive from Nepal, Nigeria, Egypt and Ethiopia, UNA-
MID said.

The hybrid force was set up by the Security Council
to protect civilians on the western flank of Sudan,
where an estimated 300,000 people have been killed
and another 2.7 million have been forced from their
homes since fighting erupted in 2003, pitting rebels
against Government forces and allied Janjaweed mili-
tiamen.

World Counts on the U.N., Statistically

The United Nations - often criticized for wayward
peacekeepers, a selective approach to human rights
and a reputation for swallowing money - does at
least one thing well.

No other body gathers data and crunches numbers
with as much breadth and depth as the world body
and its agencies.

In its 60 years of compiling and analyzing statistics,
the United Nations has become the initial source of
comparative figures used by governments, activists,
relief organizations and think tanks around the
world.

Without the U.N. statistical bureaus, analysts say, it
would be impossible to know that carbon emissions
have increased by 80 percent since the mid-1970s,
that about 4 billion cell-phone accounts were in use
in 2006, or that the number of Afghan households
cultivating opium poppies has increased 14 percent
since 2005 to 509,000.

"This is indeed a unique role that the United Nations
and its agencies play," said Michele Montas, spokes-
woman for U.N. Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon.
"These statistics ... are essential for our own hu-
manitarian assistance to refugees and displaced
people, for school feeding programs or to support
women's participation in political life."

American financial support for the United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA). The announcement of
this decision within days of the inauguration is a

Founded four decades ago with US support, UNFPA
promotes safe pregnancies and childbirths, HIV/
AIDS prevention and gender equality in approxi-
mately 150 countries and territories worldwide. Al-
though UNFPA has helped to substantially reduce
maternal mortality rates in places like Bolivia, Egypt
and Zimbabwe, globally the statistics tell a more
difficult story, with a woman dying during childbirth
every minute. And halfway beyond the 2015 target
date for the Millennium Development Goals, the
goal dedicated to improving maternal mortality has
had the least progress and is the most underfi-
nanced.

In each of the last seven years, the Bush admini-
stration blocked Congressionally appropriated funds
for UNFPAGS a total of $244 million. Throughout this
period, UNA-USA chapters and members across the
eountryl helped to@dise awarkeness about this short-
sighted policy and called on the Bush administration
to reverse its position. In 2002, UNA-USA activist
Jane Roberts co-founded the 34 Million Friends
Campaign to raise at least $1 for UNFPA from 34
million Americans to replace the first tranche of
funding withheld by the administration. The cam-
paign is a joint project of the UNA Pasadena Chap-
ter and Americans for UNFPA.
